MLA subsidizes some of  the library's most  
popular patron services including  interlibrary 
loan deliveries and our 24 hour online catalog. 
 

Prairie Trails is  bound  to  'feel' the  fallout as  
systems  merge.

A Message to Illinois Library Patrons 
 

While you are aware of  the financial problems  the  State of 
Illinois  is experiencing you may not  be aware of  the impact it 
is having on your local public  library  service. 
 
Illinois Library  Systems are funded directly  by the  State.  
Two of the most important services that they support finan-
cially are shared online  catalogs  
(SWAN in our  case) and the delivery of  materials between 
libraries. 
 
Libraries in this  area a re part of the  
Metropolitan  Library  System  (MLS).

Because of  the long  delays in receiving State monies due  
them, Illinois Library Systems are  cutting  
services  and  staff. This  will have  an impact on your local 
library. 
 

With the loss of  MLS's financial  support for  services, your 
local library will need to cover these  expenses itself and 
perhaps  even downsize some services to make  them more   
affordable. 
 

Illinois libraries have  always been and will continue to be  
committed to providing  the best possible  service to their  com-
munities.  We will  continue to  work  together toward that  
goal.
