
 

NEW DVD/VIDEO CHECKOUT PROCEDURE 

 
The procedure has been revised to allow for the checkout of THREE items as follows: 
 
Three items (3 DVDs, or 3 videos, or a mixture of the media totaling three items at checkout) per 

ADULT PTPLD card for three days/two nights. 
One-time media renewal  
Overdue fines:  $2 per media item/per day overdue 
PTPLD ADULT cardholder must be present to check out media 
MVCC media may be checked out on any Metropolitan Library System member adult library card

  DO YOU NEED A LIBRARY CARD? 
 

Residents living in the communities of Burbank and Nottingham Park are tax 
supporters of the Prairie Trails Public Library District are eligible to receive a library 
card. Your library card will be honored at any of the public libraries within the 
Metropolitan Library System (reciprocal borrowing). Your library card will allow 
you to request circulating materials from libraries throughout the state of Illinois and 

beyond. (There is a fee for materials available outside of Illinois.) Your library card will allow 
you free access to online databases via our library website  http://www.prairietrailslibrary.org. 

       TO APPLY: 
        Patrons must present TWO forms of identification proving residency in the Prairie Trails Public 

Library District.  The only acceptable forms of identification are pre-printed with the applicant’s 
name and current address (i.e. driver’s license, utility bill, voter registration card, etc.) To request 
a child’s card, parents and/or legal guardians must present proof of residency and sign an 
application form assuming responsibility for materials loaned to juvenile patrons. Your library 
card is valid for a two year period.  To renew your library card, just bring it to our circulation 
staff.  If the expired card is not presented there will be a $3 fee and a new card will be issued.  

        All fines and fees on the account must be paid before a card may be renewed.

Beginning July 1, 2007, 
the library began working 
with the Unique  
Management Services, 
Inc. (collection agency). 
 
When checked-out  
materials are not returned 
to the library, we assume 
they are either overdue or 
lost. Library card holders 
receive up to three notices 
via mail or e-mail,  
indicating the overdue 
material(s)  and/or charges 
for lost materials they may 
have.  If the patron 
chooses to ignore  the  
notifications, and their  
library  card has  a total 
debt of  $25 or more, the  
account will be turned 
over  to our   
collection agency when it 
is  sixty (60) days in  
arrears. A  fee of $10 will 
be  assessed to the  
patron’s  record  to cover  
the cost of the agency 
fees.  
 
Please note that the Prairie 
Trails Public Library’s 

overdue fines are 5¢ 

(cents) a day per piece of 
material with the  
exception of DVD/Video 
media which have a $2 per 
day, per item fine.
